To introduce the Unite against Hate campaign


To highlight the nature of hate crimes and their impact on our society


To provide opportunity to reflect on how we can all ‘unite against hate’











Display Slide 1 of the PowerPoint presentation as pupils arrive





Set the scene for the assembly by using the newspaper headlines on Slide 2 to draw attention to some examples of hate crimes





(You may wish to involve pupils in this e.g. in simply reading out the headlines or in describing specific examples from recent news events)





Use Slides 3-6 and accompanying notes (or select from these as appropriate) to describe the basis of the campaign and to outline its objectives





Display Slide 7 and use the accompanying notes to explain that the campaign’s anthem is calling on individuals to reflect on what they can do to challenge hate in our society





Play the campaign anthem 





(You could involve pupils in performing the song themselves or in a dance performance)





Use Slides 8-9 and accompanying notes to introduce the campaign call 





(You could involve pupils in reading out the ‘call’ or play the audio file of Tim McGarry reading the ‘call’)





Select from Slides 10-24 and accompanying notes (as appropriate) to describe support for the campaign and some activities to date.





Use Slides 25-27 and accompanying notes to suggest actions individuals could take to support the campaign and to unite against hate 





(You could involve pupils by asking them to read out actions, or to develop a short drama around the actions)








Display Slide 28 and use it to summarise the main points made during the assembly





Ask pupils to spend a little time quietly reflecting on what they have just been listening to and finish by reading the campaign call once again
