Incorporating the Unite against Hate Campaign into the Curriculum
While Local and Global Citizenship deals directly with the issues associated with this campaign, there are many opportunities for a range of other subjects to raise awareness of hate crime and its impact on our society. This document provides some suggestions on how the Unite against Hate campaign could be incorporated specifically into the Local and Global Citizenship curriculum and more generally into other subject areas. 

Local and Global Citizenship 
Diversity and Inclusion: This theme is ideally suited to the issues surrounding the campaign. For example, when pupils are exploring how certain actions are motivated by prejudice, they could be introduced to the idea of hate crimes and their impact on our society. 

Human Rights and Social Responsibility: When pupils are exploring this theme attention could also be drawn to relevant articles with the Universal Declaration on Human Rights. However, this could be extend to examine specific human rights instruments which outline the states responsibility to protect the rights of people from ethnic groups, people with disabilities, migrant workers etc (see http://www2.ohchr.org/english/law/index.htm#core). How the state deals with hate crime could be framed as an issue of rights protection.  
Equality and Social Justice: While this theme focuses primarily on how discrimination affects, for example, Section 75 groups, it still provides an opportunity to underline the principle that prejudicial attitudes and hatred have direct consequences for individuals and society as a whole.
Democracy and Active Participation: Pupils could examine the role of the law, and the consequences of the infringement of the law, in the context of hate crimes. 

Taking Action: In addition to learning about the impact of hate crime on society through any of the themes outlined above, the Unite against Hate campaign provides an excellent vehicle for pupil to take action around these issues: from simply signing the petition or leaving a message on the message board to developing action projects based on the campaign’s central message. 

Incorporating the campaign into other subjects - a few suggestions
English: using the campaign as a stimulus for creative writing e.g. poetry, speeches, debates, newspaper articles

Maths: basing a lesson on the statistics associated with hate crime in Northern Ireland

Art and Music: developing a piece of art or song or a piece of music based on the campaign’s central message
Drama: performing a short piece of drama in assembly on the impact of hatred and prejudice on society

Geography and Modern Languages: exploring other cultures and the positive contribution made by people from different parts of the world to our society

Religious Education: basing a lesson on ways of promoting religious tolerance in our society

History: drawing out examples from historical contexts of how religious intolerance, racism, sectarianism, homophobia, hatred towards people with disabilities etc. has resulted in horrific, often state-endorsed, violence and crimes against humanity
