Whole School Activities during May

These are just a few suggestions and ideas of activities you could plan during May to raise awareness of and contribute to the Unite against Hate campaign. Don’t forget if your school carries out an activity or event, let the campaign know about it!
· Stop the timetable for Unite against Hate: Choose a day and a specific time and ask all the teachers to stop what they would normally be teaching and deliver the Unite against Hate: Change the Headlines! lesson to their class. 

· Have a ‘Unite against Hate’ day: start the day with an assembly on the campaign and ask every teacher to develop a lesson in their own subject around the theme of the campaign and to deliver it to at least one of their classes.

· Run a Unite against Hate poster competition.

· Invite in speakers from the campaign’s partner organizations to speak in assemblies or speak to classes about prejudice, hatred and hate crime.

· If you are holding any public events (e.g. sporting events, concerts, plays etc.) use it as an opportunity to endorse the campaign by, for example, playing the anthem and playing or reading out the Unite against Hate Call.
